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Semiconductor
All the Time in the World

Semiconductor work with landscapes and sound to create digitally animated
films that reveal our physical world in flux; shifting landscapes, cities in motion
and systems in chaos. Central to these works is the role of sound, which
becomes synonymous with the image, as it creates, controls and deciphers it.
They explore resonance, through the natural order of things. The installation
All the Time in the World draws together Semiconductor’s exploration of
Berwick Upon Tweed’s and the surrounding area’s geological terrain in the
form of photographs, drawings and a Sound Film, which plays the central role

in the exhibition.

Throughout the landscape in this region, the processes involved in its formation
are strikingly evident; terrains shaped by glaciers which become most visible with
a trip to the jutting rock of Berwick Law, folding layers which produce undulating

faults as is visible at Ladies Skerrs on Berwick Upon Tweed’s coast, and impressive

geometrical rock formations, such as those found at Cocklawburn Beach and

Burnmouth. These are a few of the many wonders which reveal how the Earth
has been sculpted as the result of events happening over millions of years. Our
human lifespan is only 2 moment in this geological time; consequently we witness

little change in these structures.

Presented as a fictional documentary, the Sound Film All the Time in The World
sees these millions of years that shaped and formed this land played out at the

speed of sound.

Semiconductor have reanimated Northumbria’s epic landscape using data
recordings from the archives at the British Geological Survey in Edinburgh. This
data of local and distant seismic disturbances has been converted to sound and

used to reveal and bring to life the constantly shifting geography around us.

We follow the motion of the sound as it travels from the coast at
Cocklawburn to the hills of The Cheviots, transforming the land. We travel

to Abb’s Head and witness Earth Lights, made visible by the seismic sounds.
These phenomena are said to be the result of tectonic movement in the strata
below us. Flashes of light and electricity are produced as movement squeezes
mineral crystals together, displaying luminous objects whose motion coincides

with the direction of ruptures within the earth.

Other works in the installation document and transform our perception of
Northumbria’s geographical terrain. The drawing, Songline, traces the local
landscape as a sound wave accentuating the contours and shapes that have
been created over time, and the series of digital drawings depict intricate
geometric rock formations as epic landscapes. As the photographs document

geological objects, the video work Time Slip records these whilst altering the

progress of time.
